Midwestern University-Arizona Regional Brain Bee

Rules of the Competition
1. Contestants are allowed to ask for the spelling of any words in the question.

2. Contestants are allowed to ask for the definition of non-neuroscience terms.

3. Contestants are not allowed to ask for the definition of neuroscience specific terms, as the ones used during the competition will be from the book “Brain Facts”.

4. Contestants will have 30 seconds to answer the question.

5. Contestants are allowed to ask the announcer to repeat the question, although the timer will begin once the question has been read the first time and will continue to run during the rereading. 
6. Questions will be organized according to the chapters in the book “Brain Facts”.  The announcer will announce which section the questions will come from at the beginning of each round.

7. When a contestant answers a question incorrectly, the announcer will give the correct answer and then begin a new question with the next contestant.

8. Contestants will be eliminated when they have answered 3 questions incorrectly.  Contestants who have been eliminated should wait until the end of the round to take their seats in the audience.

9. Regarding the final two contestants when they are both one wrong answer away from being eliminated:  The winner of the competition must correctly answer one question more than the 2nd place finisher. Thus, if both contestants incorrectly answer during the same round of questions, both will remain in the competition until there is a round in which one contestant answers incorrectly but the other contestant provides a correct answer. 
10. If a contestant wishes to challenge an answer that was judged to be incorrect, the challenge must be made immediately following the correct answer that is given by the judges. Once a challenge is made, the panel of judges that deemed the answer incorrect will confer with the referee and make a determination by the end of the current round. If the challenge is upheld, (i.e., the original judgment is reversed), that contestant will be given another question from the same group of questions as the original question. If the contestant answers this question correctly, the incorrect answer will be removed from the score card. 
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
